
Hundreds  watch  launch  of
Porty Light Box

The Porty Light Box was officially launched last night with an
exhibition  entitled  Beach  Delights  by  local  artist  Marion
Preez.

The Light Box is a community-owned exhibition space and art
gallery created out of a lovingly-restored K6 telephone box on
the corner of Portobello High Street and Bellfield Street,
just  a  few  hundred  yards  from  Portobello  Baths  and  the
Promenade.
