Hibs’  Development  Squad  member  Scott  Martin  has  joined
Ladbrokes League 1 side Forfar Athletic on an emergency loan

The teenager turned out for Dick Campbell’s side on Saturday.

The hard working midfielder  has appeared four times for Hibs’
first team this season, scoring his first goal in the Scottish
League Cup First Round victory over Montrose in the process.
He has also represented the Scotland under-19 team on numerous
occasions.

The  Station  Park  side  currently  sit  5th  in  the  Ladbrokes
League 1 table on 15 points and just outside the play-off
spaces.
