This is not the first ceremony of the keys which the new Lord
Provost has conducted however  as he met The Princess Royal
when she represented Her Majesty The Queen at the General
Assembly of the Church of Scotland earlier this year.

Commenting, Lord Lieutenant Frank Ross, said: “As the city’s
new Lord Provost, it is my civic duty to welcome and represent
the  Royal  Family  in  Edinburgh.  It  has  been  an  honour  to
present Her Majesty with the keys to the city, and I am
looking forward to supporting the Queen on behalf of the city
throughout Royal Week.”
