
Witness  appeal  following
suspicious fire in Livingston

Police are appealing for witnesses following a wilful fire-
raising  which  happened  in  a  bin  store  in  Forth  Drive,

Craigshill, Livingston around 1.20 am on Monday 27th November.

Officers  are  now  urging  anyone  who  can  assist  with  their
inquiries to come forward.

“Thankfully no persons were hurt as a result of the fire,
however significant inconvenience was caused to residents.
