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A 30-year-old man has been arrested and charged in connection
with a suspicious fire which took place around lam on Tuesday
31st July in the Easter Langside Drive area of Dalkeith where
a van was set alight.

“Fire-raising is exceptionally dangerous and can often result
in serious injury or potentially be fatal. A white Ford
Transit van was damaged in this incident and fortunately no
one was injured.”
