Police arrest 6l-year-old man
following death of woman 1in

Ms Walkers family said in a statement: “We are all shocked and
saddened by the death of our mum Marie.

“She was a wonderful caring woman who loved her family more
than anything. During this time we would ask for privacy to
grieve our loss.”
