“The majority of the food comes from Cyrenians FareShare and
the rest is purchased with the support of Tesco Leith and the
other partners. The GameChanger 1lunches are one of 17
Community Cook Clubs that we have set up across Edinburgh and
the Lothians.”

Amanda continued, “It has been fantastic to see the
GameChanger lunches going from strength to strength with more
people coming along each week. Now we just need to recruit
more volunteers to help cook and welcome the growing number of
attendees!”
