In 2016, André toured the UK, Moldova and Bulgaria with Lulo
Reinhardt (also a fabulously talented guitarist). Roland,
meanwhile, after leaving Florida went to California, then
Central America, Mexico, the Caribbean, Spain and Asia, where
he spent many years performing in clubs, luxury hotels and
resorts and undertook projects with musicians like Ber Ortoli
(Les Negresses Vertes) and gypsy swing guitarists.

Re-united since 2016, Andre and Roland have developed into a
really exciting duo with great music while exuding sheer,
brilliant joie de vivre, as they look back on their many
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adventures but with an eye on what the future holds.
