Man suffers serious head
injury following city centre
attack
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Police are appealing for witnesses after a man was seriously
assaulted in the city centre.

khaki jacket and dark trousers.

Station, said: “We believe that several people were near to
the bus stop

when the incident happened so we’'re appealing to them to
contact us.
