‘Significant concerns’ for

“I would urge anyone who believes they may have seen him or
who has any information at all to come forward as soon as
possible.

Graeme 1is described as being white, 5ft 10in tall and of
stocky build. He has short black hair, often shaved, and
facial stubble.

He habitually wears a grey/blue Barbour jacket and carries a
black Diesel shoulder bag.
