Six Edinburgh 1libraries to
open today

Six of the city’s libraries will
open today : Central,
Fountainbridge, Stockbridge,
McDonald Road, Newington and
Kirkliston.

Things will be a little different with restricted numbers in
the buildings and social distancing including mandatory face
coverings. Services will be a little restricted for now but
you can do the following: browse and borrow books, use a
public computer, apply for a bus pass, collect hearing aid
batteries — all of which have to be booked online or by
phoning the library direct.

You may return library books or pick up sanitary products
without a booking.
