
Where can I buy tickets for
the Grand National 2022?
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This year’s Grand National day will take place from 7 April
2022 to 9 April 2022 and tickets have been available online
for  several  weeks.  There  are  several  options  for  buying
tickets for the Grand National and several sites offering the
possibility of purchasing them. In the meantime, tickets can
be purchased for a single day or for 3 full days and this will
obviously affect the price you have to pay. Tickets start at
around £30 and you will have access to the festival area with
fantastic live music and entertainment, food and drink and
also the opportunity to see the horses around the Aintree
Parade Ring. For these types of tickets children will not pay
anything and in fact will be able to enter for free. There are
also tickets starting at around £185, which will include the
restaurant. For the same price it will be possible to buy the
McCoys package to be as close and in the heart of the action
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as possible at McCoy’s. The Diamond Marque Princess Royal
Package will be reserved for those people who wish to receive
a champagne welcome, have a panoramic view of the race by
being  located  on  the  fourth  floor  and  receive  special
attention from the staff who will take care of you in every
way.  Another  package  called  the  Golden  Miller  Restaurant
Package will be available from £445. Through this package you
will be able to watch the race from your private balcony and
then  enjoy  a  three-course  dinner  with  selected  wine.  The
