
Fringe 2024 – The Asian Art
Awards

The  Asian  Art  Awards  2024  were
presented during the Fringe at the
treehouse  in  Assembly  George
Square.
More than 100 artists from 25 shows came to present their work
and also to meet fellow artists.

The Asian Art Awards have been running since 2014 when they
were  founded  by  Dr  Chris  Wang,  an  international  festival
producer, as a way to help Asian artists have a broader and
more rewarding experience at the Fringe.

The event was hosted by Chelsea Zhou, a trustee of Asian Art
Fund  Scotland  along  with  long  time  friend  of  the  awards,
Lyndsey Jackson, who is Deputy Chief Executive of the Fringe
Society.

Two former Edinburgh councillors are on the board of the Fund
– Richard Lewis, Chair of the board who is also a performer at
the Fringe and Jim Orr who is Treasurer, and an accountant
with experience in charity administration.

The act which undoubtably impressed the judges the most was
The Legend of the White Snake, a spellbinding “opera” in the
ancient  Chinese  “Kunqu”  style,  which  played  to  a  packed
audience for a week at C Aorura. They won the award for
Outstanding Production.
