Main  courses  include  everyone’s  favourite  festive  bird  –
traditional roast turkey with all the trimmings – but if that
is not for you, there’s succulent scotch beef fillet, or a
parsnip, squash and thyme tart.

Desserts  include  a  choice  of  bramley  apple  cheesecake,
traditional Christmas Pudding, or a rich chocolate & pear
tart.

Entertainment is provided by Kerry Burley and four piece band
Out of the Box, with Pettycur favourite, Chris Wainwright also
performing, along with a piper to pipe in the New Year. A
complimentary buffet box is provided after the Bells.

The Hangover Party takes place on the 1st January, (adults
£15, Children £10), with Karaoke with Chris Wainwright kicking
things off 3-6pm, followed by more entertainers until 9pm. A
complimentary buffet will also be served.
